Sign in to your Google account, then proceed : 
Use this tool to translate the Web site of your business into any one of 35 (at this time) languages, it’s free! 

Google Translation is easy to set up and use. Let’s take a look: 
1. Start by going to the Google Home page http://www.google.com
2. On the top left portion of the page – click on more > even more
3. Find and click on “Translate” within the list – it should be on the right side – under Communicate, show & share – near the bottom of that list.

4. Select “Tools” from the tabs at the top of the page.

5. This page will show you what this will look like on your Web site.  You can see this in the upper left hand corner of the page.  On this page, you should also select the native language of your Web site, English is the default selection.

6. Within a text box – there is code for you to copy and paste into an e-mail, and send to your Web master to add this feature to your Web site.  Don’t forget to tell your Web master where to place this tool on your site.

If you are comfortable working with JavaScript code – you can add this to your site yourself.  However, this is not something that can be done using the SnippetMaster software.  You must be comfortable editing your Web site within the raw HTML code mode for this to work correctly, otherwise, call your webmaster
7. Once this is placed on your Web site – test the feature to make sure that it is working correctly.  Keep in mind that only the text of your site will be translated.  Most Web sites have wording captured within images on their pages, especially within the navigation of the site.   These words will not be translated by this tool.
